Form of initializing declaration, a combination
of a declaration and an assignment of a value to
it.

<type> <variable>= <expression>;
Equivalent to

<type> <variable;
<variable>= <expression>"

Variable and expression types must match
<variable>= <expression>;

e.g. both boolean, or both String
