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Internet Archive, as the name suggest, is an archive of the Internet made up of snapshots of Internet taken every two months.  Each snapshot is about 60 TB.  But storing this 60 TB will become too expensive very quickly.  We will be providing access to some of the data of IA on OUR LOCAL machines. And since we cannot store all the data, we need to determine what parts of the data, indexes, and statistics to keep.  The goal of this survey is to determine who will be using the data, what kind of data/statistics people will need, and how the data would be used.  This information will be used in determining what will be extracted out of the 60 TB data, API for the data, and others.

Questions

1) Will you be using our data?

If your answer is 'Yes' to the above question proceed to answering the remaining questions

2) Will you need access to the whole web graph, subset of the web graph (please, provide the size in # pages), or set of individual pages?

3) Will you need access only to the most current version of the our data or to the previous versions as well?

4) Would any pre-computed indexes/statistics, or applications about the data that would be helpful for your project?

5) What kind of API, types of methods would be useful for you to access the data?

6) Would you prefer the pages to be pre-classified, some kind of categorization of the pages based on the content of the data that would be general enough to handle anyone’s preferred way of handling data (if this is possible)?

7) How much data would you need online VS. offline (data stored in the tapes in theory center) and how long?

8) How much computation power would you need?

9) Do you have priority for certain types of data (text vs. images for instance) over others?

10) Please give us any other comments or suggestions you have.
